The overall language of the manuscript is good, except for a few minor mistakes: Keywords: "Appendiciceal peritonitis" and in Table 2: "0-18 tuổi (n=7)".
Considering that the study evaluated the epidemiological factors associated with peritoneal fluid culture results, the authors could have considered evaluating medical factors or comorbidities influencing the immunological status of the patient, such as the presence of Diabetes mellitus, as well as surgical factors such as the operative approach, whether open or laparoscopic appendectomy, that can influence the peritoneal fluid culture results too.
Some discrepancies were noted regarding the numbers in Table 3: for example, the number of ESBL-positive E. coli cases resistant to ampicillin is 50 and not 51, as mentioned in the total number of ESBL-positive E. coli isolates. Such is the case for other rows in the table. The authors could provide a brief discussion of the limitations of their study, especially on their sampling methods and the single-centre nature of the study.
