The use of PRISMA guidelines and PROSPERO registration strengthens its credibilit. The topic is highly significant.However, a few concerns may be noted. The manuscript lacks a clearly articulated limitations section, which is essential for a systematic review. Additionally, while the synthesis is comprehensive, the depth of critical appraisal of included studies could be improved. Minor issues such as duplicate references and inclusion of some lower-quality grey literature can be looked after.
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
