	The manuscript addresses an important issue in contemporary maternity care, namely the prevention of traumatic childbirth through the development of an integrated conceptual model. The topic is highly relevant given the increasing recognition of childbirth trauma as a determinant of long-term maternal wellbeing. However, the scientific contribution of the proposed model remains insufficiently articulated. The authors should more clearly explain how this model advances existing frameworks such as trauma informed maternity care or respectful maternity care.

	The abstract contains the key elements of a scientific abstract but requires refinement.

Key issues:

1. The research design should be explicitly stated as a multiphasic model development study.

2. Statistical information could be condensed for clarity.

3. The practical implications of the model for maternity care practice are not sufficiently highlighted.

4. The conclusion should emphasise the added value of the proposed model.

	The study follows a logical progression from evidence synthesis to model development and validation. Nevertheless, several methodological aspects require clarification:

1. The systematic review process is insufficiently described (e.g., absence of reference to PRISMA guidelines).

2. The number of included studies is not clearly reported.

3. Facility data analysis relies mainly on descriptive statistics.

4. Model validation involved only three validators, which may limit the robustness of the construct validation.

5. The relationship between the proposed model and the Donabedian Structure-Process-Outcome framework requires deeper analytical discussion.

	The references are generally relevant and relatively recent. However, the manuscript would benefit from incorporating additional global literature on trauma-informed maternity care, respectful maternity care frameworks, and systematic reviews on traumatic childbirth.
