The manuscript requires major revision. There are significant concerns regarding the calculation and presentation of radiological parameters. In Equation 2, the term DR should be corrected to D (absorbed dose) to ensure consistency. Also, the estimation of radiological parameters, including absorbed dose (D), annual effective dose (AEDE), and radium equivalent activity (Raeq), appears to be incorrect. The authors are advised to carefully review and recalculate these parameters. The minimum estimation for radionuclide activity concentrations should be considered BLD. Material and Methods section (Section 2) should be corrected to Materials and Methods.
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
