Why There Is No Alternative to Maize: Nigeria suffers from a maize shortage due to intense competition between humans and livestock, as well as its use in ethanol production. This makes finding an alternative, such as sorghum, essential for sustainable production.

Reducing Antibiotic Use: The poultry sector faces global pressure to ban the use of antibiotics as feed additives due to their harmful effects on consumer health and bacterial research. Therefore, a study was conducted on natural alternatives (phytobiotics).

As a result, clinical trials of turmeric and garlic proved successful. Turmeric possesses antifungal, antimicrobial, and antioxidant properties, while also improving feed efficiency and reducing blood growth levels, thus enhancing health.
