1. In the topic Materials and Methodology:
A suggestion is to rename this section as Materials and Methods, as methodology referes to the study of the methods, and not to the description of the method used.
2. Subsection 2.1 Materials and Equipment:
It is suggested that the authors remove this section from the text, removing this list of equipment.  The equipment  used in the experimental research can be cited as the authors describe the experimental procedures.
Additionally, the listed equipment  used in the research should also include information such as number, model, manufacturer, for example. Not all equipment  cited is describing these information.
3. Overall, the materials and Methodology section, is written in a way that makes it seem like a research project, not a scientific article. The authors should reduce the list of topics and write it as a few paragraphs.
4. The table in the material and methodology section should have a tittle. And it does not describe the duration of the exposure of the Control group.
5. The images presented in the manuscript are listed as Plate 1, 2, 3, 4. Then these image names are repeated. These images should be listed as figure 1, 2, 3, and so on.
