-> The dataset's scale is limited in relation to the strength of the conclusions.

-> The paper should compare RobustFL to stronger and clearer baselines.


The paper addresses a relevant topic and has potential, but its current form requires significant editing before it can be considered for acceptance. The primary problems are methodological rigor, overinterpretation of anxiety related results, insufficient validation information, and discrepancies in the presentation of figures, equations, and measurements. I recommend a good set of revision.
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
