In particular, it lacks key elements of a systematic review, including clear inclusion and exclusion criteria, the number of studies included, a defined screening process, and any quality or risk-of-bias assessment.

	Overall, the manuscript addresses a scientifically important topic, and the findings are broadly consistent with established toxicological principles on the dose- and duration-dependent effects of azo dyes. The associations described between prolonged or high-dose exposure and outcomes such as dyslipidaemia, oxidative stress, and lipid peroxidation are biologically plausible and supported by existing literature.

However, despite this strong conceptual foundation, the manuscript in its current form lacks the methodological rigor required for a systematic review. Key elements such as clearly defined inclusion and exclusion criteria, a transparent study selection process, specification of the number of studies included, and a formal assessment of study quality or risk of bias are absent. These omissions limit the reproducibility of the review and weaken confidence in the validity and generalizability of the conclusions.

Also, several conclusions are presented in overly definitive terms, particularly regarding the absence of reproductive endocrine disruption at ADI doses. Given the variability in study designs, exposure durations, and dosing regimens, such statements should be more cautiously framed to reflect the strength and limitations of the available evidence. 

Overall, the manuscript is scientifically grounded and has the potential to make a meaningful contribution to the field. Substantial revisions are required to strengthen its methodological transparency, analytical depth, and interpretative rigor.
