	Author’s Feedback

	This manuscript addresses a critical public health issue in Nigeria and presents data of potential local importance. However, in its current form, it is marred by several significant flaws that preclude its acceptance. The paper has potential, but only after extensive and rigorous revision.
My primary concerns are:
1. The contradictory sample size calculation and the inexplicable seven-year gap between ethical approval and the study period are major red flags. These are not minor typos; they undermine the scientific and ethical foundation of the research. The authors must provide a clear, verifiable explanation and correction for both issues.
2. Significant Methodological Limitation: The failure to differentiate pathogenic from non-pathogenic E. coli is a serious weakness for a study whose main finding is the prevalence of specific pathogens. This limitation must be more prominently acknowledged, and the conclusions must be tempered accordingly.
The authors must satisfactorily address all the points raised above.
