The study looks amazing, I appreciate your time, effort and dedication!!

Few comments:

1]The manuscript states that Child-Pugh remained independently associated with mortality, but the odds ratio, confidence interval, and p-value are not reported.

2]Clarify whether cutoff values for CAR and ALBI were derived and if sensitivity/specificity were calculated.

3]The discussion cites studies showing ALBI superiority over MELD, but your results do not support this. Try to expand your discussion on this.

4]Although limitations are reported, expand on:

●  Potential selection bias (single-center, hospitalized patients only)
●  Missing dynamic changes in scores over time (only admission values used)
●  Lack of external validation cohort
