The manuscript is scientifically valid but needs moderate enhancements in methodological transparency. Incorporate clear formulas for all indices, which are currently absent in the text. Enhance the formatting of tables and ensure consistency in units (meq/L, mg/L, dS/m). Include a limitations section that discusses: the spatial limitation (single farm) the absence of seasonal variation. Augment the discussion with a comparative analysis from similar agro-climatic regions. Editing for language is necessary to rectify grammar issues and enhance readability. Eliminate redundancy between the Results and Discussion sections. Clarify the inconsistency in the terminology: “TSS vs TDS” within the methodology compared to the results.
