· Theorem, Definition, and Remark styles are not uniform
· Equations are not properly aligned or centered.
· Equation numbering is inconsistent and sometimes repeated
· Improper spacing in mathematical expressions (e.g., “s θ < 1”)
· Inconsistent notation (e.g., Φξ vs Φ(ξ)) and bold.
· Inconsistent font styles (italic, normal, script letters)
· Extra spaces around symbols, commas, and operators
· Inconsistent use of parentheses and brackets
· References are inconsistently formatted (journals, pages, styles)
· Special characters/accents inconsistently displayed in references

The use of a randomized controlled approach strengthens the credibility of the findings, & the consistent improvement in student outcomes highlights its practical relevance. A key strength is the focus on implementation fidelity, which provides useful insight into how & why the intervention is effective in real classroom settings. However, some sections—particularly the literature review & discussion—are quite dense & could be made more concise & easier to follow. The paper would also benefit from a more explicit and critical discussion of its limitations, especially regarding the sample context & outcome measures. Overall, the manuscript makes a valuable contribution to the field & offers meaningful implications for both researchers & educators, with minor improvements needed in clarity & critical reflection.
