For better clarity and reproducibility, it is recommended to display the equation separately and provide clear definitions for all variables used. 

Section 2.2 (Nematode Strains and Synchronization), Table 1, and Section 2.6.1:
There is an inconsistency in the naming of one of the strains (PD4215 vs PD4251). The nomenclature should be checked and made consistent throughout the manuscript. 

Section 4 (Discussion):
A typographical error is noted in the phrase “macrosco Apen dose.” This should be corrected to improve readability and clarity. 

Sample Size Reporting:
