Suggestion: The manuscript needs improvement in grammar, methodological, and statistical findings. 
For example, 
· After the first mention of the scientific name Lipaphis erysimi (Kalt.) in the manuscript, it can be abbreviated as L. erysimi in the subsequent text.
· In the methodology part, the authors mention that five plants were randomly selected; however, it is not clear whether this refers to per plot, per field, or per replication. 
· This needs clarification. The statistical method is also improperly described, as the authors only state that the data were analysed using Microsoft Excel. It would be more appropriate to specify the statistical analyses used, such as Pearson correlation coefficients. It is also advisable to use multiple regression analysis. 
· The format of the “Date of Observation” varies throughout the table.1 and could be removed since the SMW is already mentioned in the first column. 
· The conclusion should present only the main findings without repeating detailed data, as similar information is already provided in the abstract and results. It should also briefly highlight the implications for pest management.
