The paper is relevant to present times due to its relevance to urban adaptation to climate change in a highly vulnerable urban environment of the Sahel.  The study makes the research specific to the location by focusing on concrete local factors that contribute to adaptability rather than relying on generalized theories of urban areas. The results will provide concrete information for policymakers on how to address issues that may require focused interventions like those mentioned above.

Some suggestions for further refinement may be given:
· In some parts of the article, further clarification is needed regarding the reasons for selecting particular indicators for measuring adaptability vs. sensitivity.
· Though the survey conducted by the researchers provided reliable data, there may be a problem with the subjective nature of the self-reporting compared with the environment.
· The implications section of the research paper may gain from including a comparative analysis of the results found here to similar studies conducted in semi-arid areas globally.
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
