	This study is scientifically sound and follows acceptable microbiological methods, including agar disc diffusion and contact kill time assays. The use of standard identification techniques and appropriate controls strengthens the reliability of the findings. Data presentation is generally clear, and the interpretation aligns with the results obtained. However, the manuscript would benefit from a clearer justification of sample size and a brief discussion of study limitations, particularly regarding strain diversity and in vitro testing conditions.

	The references are adequate, relevant, and largely up to date. The authors have cited recent literature (2019–2024) alongside foundational studies, which strengthens the manuscript. No critical references appear to be missing. However, minor formatting inconsistencies should be corrected to ensure uniformity across the reference list.
	

	Is the language/English quality of the article suitable for scholarly communications?


	The language is understandable and generally suitable for scholarly communication. Nonetheless, there are several grammatical errors, awkward sentence constructions, and instances of repetition throughout the manuscript. A thorough professional language editing is strongly recommended to improve clarity, flow, and overall readability.

2. The discussion is comprehensive but could be shortened slightly by reducing repetition of results already presented in tables.
