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	The revised manuscript shows clear improvements in structure, clarity, and overall readability. The authors have addressed several of the reviewer’s previous concerns, particularly by updating epidemiological data, clarifying the definition of the primary outcome, and improving the consistency of terminology throughout the manuscript.
However, some important methodological and conceptual limitations persist and should be addressed before final acceptance:
1. Although the authors have moderated their language, there is still partial misalignment between the study design and the stated objective. Given the absence of a comparison group, the study cannot identify “factors associated with” or “determinants” of treatment discontinuation. The manuscript should consistently frame the findings as descriptive rather than analytical or inferential.
2. The current title and some sections of the manuscript still imply causal or associative interpretations. It is recommended to revise the title and ensure that terms such as “associated factors” or “determinants” are replaced with more appropriate descriptive language (e.g., “characteristics” or “profile”).
3. Some statements in the Results and Discussion sections still suggest causal relationships that are not supported by the study design.
4. While improved, the description of certain variables remains limited. Additional clarification on how these variables were identified and recorded from clinical files would strengthen transparency.
5. The limitations section should more explicitly acknowledge that, due to the study design and lack of a comparison group, no causal inference or statistical association can be established.
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
