The methodological description should briefly indicate that molecular identification and PCR amplification were used to detect the resistance genes. Additionally, the results section contains numerous numerical values that could be simplified for better readability. The conclusion of the abstract should clearly emphasize the public health significance of detecting quinolone resistance genes in herbal medicinal products.

	The experimental approach is appropriate for addressing the stated objective. However, some scientific and methodological aspects require clarification. The number of isolates subjected to molecular analysis appears relatively small, which may limit the strength of the conclusions drawn. Furthermore, the manuscript would benefit from inclusion of statistical analysis to support the interpretation of resistance patterns. Some inconsistencies in numerical data and typographical errors were also noted
