	Advances in the propagation of teak (Tectona grandis) have transitioned from conventional seed-based methods to advanced, large-scale clonal propagation, driven by the need for superior, disease-free, and fast-growing planting material. Emerging technologies, particularly in tissue culture and somatic embryogenesis, now allow for the rapid multiplication of elite genotypes (including mature "plus trees") to meet global demand, reducing rotation times from over 80 years to approximately 18–25 years.
