(I.) Modalities of vestibular testing if mentioned in the article will make it more interesting / attractive to the reader.
Neuro-orthoptic assessments includes testing for Nystagmus with Frenzel goggles ( spontaneous & head shaking nystagmus), oculomotor examination ( smooth pursuits, saccades, optokinetic reflex, etc.), fundus photography using a scanning laser ophthalmoscope.
a.) Visual acuity assessment by Snellen’s chart & Hearing assessment by Pure tone audiometry.
b.) Subjective visual vertical ( SVV) to rule out central vestibular deficits& vestibular tone imbalance.
c.) Caloric testing for nystagmus : Cold / Warm……to measure the function of horizontal semi circular canal.
d.) VHIT ( Video Head Impulse Test )…….to record the vor ( vestibulo ocular reflex).
e.) VEMPS ( Vestibular Evoked Myogenic Potentials) should be recorded…….to see the function of utricle / saccule : cervical & ocular .
