The mauscript is scientifically sound and clinically relevant, but requires minor to moderate revision before acceptance. Key issues include: (1) missing explicit objectives section; (2) incomplete search methodology (no search strings, PRISMA flow diagram, or results of quality assessments like Newcastle-Ottawa and GRADE); (3) absence of a limitations section discussing methodological constraints (English-only, 5-year restriction, exclusion of conference abstracts, Asian cohort predominance, potential publication bias); (4) potential inconsistency regarding the 5-year inclusion criterion; and (5) keywords omitting key terms like "Early Gastric Cancer" and "Regional Lymphadenectomy," affecting discoverability. Addressing these points would strengthen the manuscript.
