1. The treatment doses in Table 1 are listed as volumes (0.2 ml to 0.6 ml). For scientific reproducibility, these must be converted to the weight-based dose (mg/kg) of the extract.
2. Ensure consistent spelling of "pancreas" throughout the manuscript (e.g., in keywords).
3. While 150 compounds were screened in silico, it would strengthen the paper to have at least a qualitative screening (e.g., GC-MS) of the specific extract used in the rats to confirm the presence of apigenin or rutin.
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
