	This current manuscript has made significant contributions to the field of nanotechnology and supramolecular chemistry by presenting the synthesis and characterization of new Cu-4MAP-CD nanomaterials. It has also investigated the complex host-guest interaction between 4-methoxyacetophenone and cyclodextrin and has demonstrated that the encapsulation of the guest molecule in the CD cavity can induce intramolecular charge transfer and dual emission, which cannot be observed in common solvents.
