	The study found significant varietal differences in the ability of sweet potato to regenerate in vitro, confirming the decisive role of genotype in the formation of morphogenetic reactions. The highest potential for shoot formation was demonstrated by the Irène variety, which makes it promising for mass micropropagation, while the Gnigbé 2 variety was distinguished by intensive vegetative growth. The use of Murashige–Skoog medium with the addition of BAP, agar and sucrose ensured effective callus induction and shoot development, but requires further optimization to stimulate rooting. The results obtained form a scientific basis for improving biotechnological protocols for sweet potato propagation in Togo. Thus, the publication of the research results is justified and necessary, as it will contribute to the development of scientific approaches to crop micropropagation, increasing the efficiency of its cultivation and strengthening the food security of the region.
