	The current title is generally clear and reflects the main objective of the study; however, the phrase “dose-dependent effects” may be slightly misleading, as the results suggest an optimal inclusion level rather than a strictly linear dose-response relationship.

	The abstract is adequate but would be improved by more precise wording, inclusion of key methodological detail, and avoidance of overgeneralized conclusions
	

	Is the manuscript scientifically, correct? Please write here.
	There are important scientific limitations that affect the strength and reliability of the conclusions. The most critical issue is the very small sample size for serum analysis (n = 2 birds per treatment), which raises concerns about statistical power and biological representativeness. In addition, the interpretation of results as “dose-dependent” is not fully accurate, as the data suggest an optimal inclusion level rather than a linear response. Some mechanistic explanations (e.g., enzyme inhibition or bile acid excretion) are also speculative and not directly measured in the study. Furthermore, the conclusion extends to “metabolic efficiency,” which is not supported by performance or carcass data.

The discussion would benefit from deeper critical analysis and better integration with existing literature, including addressing inconsistencies across studies. The conclusion is overstated and not directly supported by performance or carcass data. Authors should include performance/carcass data, or revise conclusions to reflect biochemical outcomes only.
The manuscript has potential to be published but requires:

1. Methodological clarification

2. Stronger statistical justification

3. More cautious interpretation

4. Improved scientific rigor
