	This manuscript provides the scientific community with a valuable resource: an in-depth, scientifically based evaluation of the development and performance of a newly bred high-yielding rice variety specifically developed for medium-elevation irrigated regions of the North West Himalaya. It describes how the new VL Bosi Dhan variety was developed using pedigree breeding methods including the wild rice species Oryza minuta as a source of genetic material, and presents significant amounts of data from All-India Coordinated Rice Improvement Project (AICRP) trials indicating that this variety has produced between 25.95%-98.92% higher yields than existing varieties along with providing field plot data regarding disease and pest response characteristics and grain quality. Additionally, the detailed tables included on nitrogen adaptability, distinctiveness, and uniformity, and standard growing conditions, provide both agronomists and plant pathologists with practical information to create sustainable hill agriculture and improve production practices in suboptimal geography. Because this manuscript demonstrates that varietal improvement through targeted plant breeding can enhance food security and farmers' livelihoods in marginal upland ecosystems by enabling diversification of their production base, it is an important contribution to global efforts to improve food security.
