This approach diverges from the conventional practice of confining milk quality assessment exclusively to the designation of "contaminated." The authors are evidently aware of the necessity for strict control and the avoidance of limiting methods and tools in the assessment and quality control of food raw materials, in order to prevent widespread foodborne epidemics.
