Recommendations and Suggestions for the Authors:

1. While the authors transparently acknowledge the subjectivity of expert assessments, it would be beneficial to describe in more detail the expert selection process to demonstrate how bias was minimized; 2. Incorporating a classic Risk Matrix (heat map), with probability on one axis and consequences on the other, would help readers instantly identify the most critical factors; 3. Since the "socio-economic factors" category is often the most unpredictable, it is worth adding a brief description of specific measures that could minimize the risk of "public misperception" of the technology.
