Since setting P value <0.05 as significant is common practice, it does not need to be stated in the Abstract.

・The Method section does not clearly state which patients were included.

・The Abstract's Method section does not specify what aspects of ABI and SpO2 were compared.

	While the research concept is interesting, concerns remain regarding the statistical validity of the study due to unclear PAD diagnosis confirmation and the small number of PAD patients.

Substantial revisions are required as the Abstract and Methods sections are insufficient.
Introduction

・A general overview of peripheral arterial disease is provided. Given limited medical resources and busy clinical settings, the idea of substituting pulse oximetry for ABI measurement due to the complexity of ABI measurement is interesting.

Method

・The inclusion criteria and exclusion criteria for the subjects are clearly stated. It is also noted that the study was reviewed by the ethics committees of both institutions. The method for measuring ABI and the use of the pulse oximeter are described.

・The primary endpoint and secondary endpoints are not stated in the Method section.

・The statistical software used is stated, but it is not described which two statistical tests were used to investigate the primary and secondary endpoints. Information regarding statistical significance should be included in the Methods section, not the Abstract.

Result]

・The male-to-female ratio is not discussed in the Discussion section, so it does not need to be included as a Figure.

・For the mean value of a normally distributed continuous variable, please state it as 57.6 ± 14.1.

・For Table 4 on SpO₂ in the affected and unaffected sides, Mean difference, Std error, and 95% CI are unnecessary.

・Why was there no significant difference in ABI between the affected and unaffected sides in PAD? Mean difference, Std error, and 95% CI are also unnecessary in Table 5.

・How was the final diagnosis of PAD made in this study?

・Referring to Figure 4, there appear to be few cases strongly suspected of PAD, and the data volume seems insufficient for statistical analysis.

Discussion

・The discussion states that ABI also has inferior diagnostic accuracy, yet this study uses ABI to diagnose PAD. This study requires PAD to be definitively diagnosed using diagnostic tools other than ABI.
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
