The current review is more descriptive in nature, and there is a lack of discussion on recent developments, methodologies, and challenges in clinical translation. There are issues related to reference quality, review methodology, and language clarity and some poorly structured sentences need to be addressed for example (Tumour imaging biomarker analysis includes…) (These products give you quantitative…)

I would recommend a **major revision**, as this manuscript has potential, but it needs significant improvements in terms of structure, evaluation, and presentation.
