However, several citations are quite dated (pre-2010), and while some recent works are included (up to 2021), the list could benefit from more post-2020 contributions, especially given ongoing developments with AfCFTA implementation and global supply-chain disruptions.

	The English is generally high-quality, but there are some "academic cliches" and minor typos:

· Typos: "Nexus among the Nigeria’s" should be "Nexus between Nigeria’s." "Thouroughly" (in your prompt) and several instances of missing spaces after commas in the references.

· Grammar: Ensure consistent use of "the" (e.g., "the Nigerian economy" instead of just "Nigerian economy").
