	The paper is technically sound and addresses a practical problem with real-world data, which is a strong advantage. However, there are a few areas that require attention before publication:
•	The writing quality needs moderate improvement; several sections contain grammatical inconsistencies and overly long sentences that affect readability.
•	The potential issue of target leakage via the “Alert Cost” feature is non-trivial and should be explicitly tested (e.g., model performance without cost feature).
•	While results are strong, the novelty is more applied/empirical rather than methodological.
Overall, I would recommend revision, primarily for clarity, robustness validation, and refinement of discussion.
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
