	Optional/General comments


	The manuscript investigates the influence of used engine oil (UEO) on the workability and mechanical properties of high-strength concrete. The topic is relevant in the context of sustainable construction materials and waste recycling. The experimental program including slump, compressive strength, flexural strength, and splitting tensile strength tests provides useful data on the behaviour of concrete incorporating used engine oil. The manuscript is generally well structured and the results clearly indicate that the addition of UEO improves workability but significantly reduces compressive strength at higher dosages. However, several aspects of the manuscript should be improved before the paper can be considered for publication.

Main issues 

1. Literature review 

The bibliography remains relatively limited and relies mostly on older references. should strengthen the literature review by incorporating more recent studies related to engineering modelling and performance analysis. 2. Methodological clarity 

Some methodological details should be clarified, particularly regarding the characterization of the used engine oil, curing conditions, and the number of tested specimens. 

3. Discussion 

The discussion section could be strengthened by comparing the obtained results more extensively with previous studies and by providing deeper explanations of the observed mechanical behaviour. 

Recommendation 
The manuscript addresses an interesting topic and presents useful experimental results. However, improvements in the literature review, methodological clarification, and discussion are required before the paper can be considered for publication.
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
