	Treatment with Vitamin C–curcumin chitosan nanoparticles exhibited superior physicochemical characteristics and conferred more pronounced biological benefits, as evidenced by reductions in urea and creatinine levels, correction of dyslipidemia, and restoration of histological architecture in CKD.
