The manuscript addresses an important agronomic problem (button shedding in coconut) and proposes a nutrient-based intervention using Hoagland solution via root feeding.

1. Small Sample Size -	Only 21 palms (3 replications) used. This is too small for field-level agricultural studies. Increase sample size and/or include multi-location validation
2. Study conducted for only 6 months. Coconut is a perennial crop, so seasonal/annual variation is not captured. The study should be based on long-term applicability of results.
3. Figures and tables need to formatted and inconsistent labeling
4. Some conclusions statements are overstated without causal evidence
5. Use grammar tools for checking the sentence formation
6. Strengthen literature gap and  justification.
7. Improve statistical interpretation (especially correlation)
8. Standardize units, symbols, and formatting.
9. But lacks strong robustness, and clarity. The manuscript need to be focused on these points and revised the manuscript.
10. Redefine abstract and conclusion
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
