- In the Results and Discussion section:

3.1 Demographic Distribution of S. haematobium Infection

In the commentary on the results for Table 1, first paragraph, 8th line, it states that 2 female subjects are carriers of S. haematobium, whereas in Table 1 (and in all other tables, the same observation applies) no female subjects are carriers of this parasite.
3.3 Frequency of Hematuria

In the results, the prevalence for the age group is 11.76%, while in the discussion, you round it up to 12%; this needs to be corrected. In the discussion (penultimate paragraph, lines 1-3), men are shown to have the highest prevalence and are more heavily infected than women (approximately 49.98%), whereas the tables show a different result, 27.5%.

In the penultimate paragraph and 13th line (results and discussion), you state that you found other species in your samples, namely: S. japonicum (20.48%), S. intercalatum (4.82%), and S. mekongi (4.82%). Please include these in the results, i.e., in a table. (I am surprised that you identified S. japonicum (20.48%) and S. mekongi (4.82%), which, according to the literature, cannot be identified in Africa due to the absence of their respective intermediate hosts.)
