1) Low polymer yield (questionable industrial relevance) : Maximum yield reported: 660 mg/L (0.66 g/L), Comparison with literature yields
2) In FTIR : Carbonyl peak is inconsistently reported: Abstract: 1737 cm⁻¹ , Results: 1586 cm⁻¹ , This is scientifically incorrect/confusing, Ester carbonyl (C=O) for PHAs is typically ~1720–1740 cm⁻¹.
3) Cost reduction in bioplastics: Addresses a major bottleneck in PHA production:  high substrate cost , Using waste biomass could significantly improve economic feasibility.
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
