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	This manuscript makes a meaningful to the literature on ICT and subjective well-being by providing gender-specific evidence from developing country context that remains unexplored. By focusing on men in the democratic Republic of Congo and distinguishing between different types of ICT use, the study offers exact insights that go beyond aggregate measures of digital access. The integration of socio-economic, health and psychosocial variables strengthens and overall study is valuable for scholars and policymakers interested in digital inclusion, well-being, and development policy in low income.
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
