	Considering the reality that jute is a crucial component in industry particularly in the textile sector and that Bangladesh contributes around 30 percent of global jute production, scholarly research on jute is highly important to support the development of this industry.

This article highlights the future of jute production in Bangladesh. Although the sector remains viable and continues to generate profits, there is a noticeable downward trend, not only in the shrinking cultivation area but also in a slight decline in production capacity.

However, the article appears not to address the role of higher education institutions. Given that Bangladesh is one of the leading exporters of jute in the global market, universities should play a significant role in enhancing production and providing strategic input to both industry and government. Such contributions could help improve jute productivity, for example, by maintaining regional cultivation clusters and strengthening supporting elements such as pro-industry policies, as well as fostering collaboration between academia, industry, and policymakers.

	Overall, this article has met the basic scientific requirements of academic writing, as it clearly presents a research gap between existing realities and expected conditions. However, the author does not appear to have optimally highlighted the potential benefits that could be achieved from jute farming if it were managed more effectively.

In reality, the development of this industry cannot stand alone; there are several important elements closely linked to its growth. The author seems to have narrowed the causes of declining cultivated area and production primarily to insufficient government incentives and conventional facilities, which are identified as the main factors behind the downturn in jute farming.

Meanwhile, limited public education and awareness, along with the apparent lack of interest in jute farming among younger generations in Bangladesh, are also important issues that likely have strong scientific explanations. However, the author has not sufficiently explored or provided a logical analysis of these aspects.
