Editor’s Comment:
Drug-coated balloons (DCBs) have become a well-recognized alternative to drug-eluting stents (DES) in selected coronary scenarios, especially for treating in-stent restenosis and small vessel disease. However, their effectiveness in de novo coronary lesions during the acute phase of ST-elevation myocardial infarction (STEMI) is still not well established.
This case underscores the potential of DCB-only angioplasty in carefully selected de novo coronary lesions within an acute thrombotic context. It outlines current indications, as well as the advantages and limitations of DCBs compared with DES, and reviews emerging evidence supporting their use in acute coronary syndromes.
