	Authors’ response to editor’s comments

	1.  It is mandatory to include the blood pressure values of the pregnant women, since hyperuricemia is a main marker of preeclampsia. This would help explain the findings and the evolution of the pregnancies more clearly. The authors divide the pregnant women into three age groups but do not include the number of women in each group. This is also essential.
	We thank the reviewer for this important observation. In the revised manuscript, blood pressure measurement was included as part of the clinical assessment of pregnant participants, and we have clarified that all participants were normotensive with no cases of preeclampsia or gestational hypertension recorded, thereby improving the clinical interpretation of uric acid and renal biomarker findings. In addition, we have updated the age-group analysis to include the exact number of participants in each category (18–27 years, 28–37 years, and 38–47 years), ensuring complete transparency and proper representation of the subgroup distribution.
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
