	1. The keywords have been revised to avoid repetition with the title and to improve indexing and clarity.
2. As recommended, it has been presented in graphical form along with abiotic factors to better illustrate their relationship. The relevant figures have been incorporated in the revised manuscript.
3. We appreciate the editor’s suggestion. The study was primarily designed to assess pest diversity and population dynamics under field conditions. The identification of major pests was based on consistent visual observations of their abundance and economic importance. Accordingly, detailed quantitative data were recorded for the major pests, while minor pests were documented qualitatively. Therefore, severity data for all pests could not be compiled for tabulation. This aspect has been acknowledged as a scope for future research in the revised manuscript.
We hope that the revisions made have satisfactorily addressed the Editor’s comments.
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
