	Yes, to a large extent. However, since the Altman Z-Score was originally developed for manufacturing firms, its application to FPOs needs brief justification. In particular, the model uses the market value of equity (X4), which is not suitable for non-listed entities like FPOs; therefore, the authors should explain how this component was modified or adapted for the analysis.

	Partially. While the references cited are relevant, they are limited in number (only seven). Including more recent studies on FPO performance, agricultural cooperatives, and rural finance would enhance the strength of the paper. Additionally, one citation (TCI, 2026) appears to be dated in the future and should be checked for accuracy.
