The manuscript proposes a method that combines the Mamadu transform with spectral decomposition for solving singularly perturbed fractional telegraph equations. The topic is interesting & relevant, & the approach has potential value. However, the paper needs significant improvement before it can be considered for publication. In particular, the mathematical presentation is not always clear & some equations appear incomplete or use inconsistent notation. The explanation of the proposed method, especially the Mamadu transform, should be made clearer & more precise. In addition, the abstract & numerical sections would benefit from better clarity & more complete information. Addressing these issues will help improve the overall quality & readability of the manuscript.
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
