· Most sections cover textbook level descriptions for sensor technology rather than focusing on Comparative analysis, limitations, reliability, implementation challenges
· The extensive use of AI, ML and DL is being mentioned but the comparative study of algorithms, Evaluation Metrices such as Accuracy, Precision, Recall, etc
· The advantages of DSS have been described without consideration of Infrastructural limitations, natural uncertainties, and computational limitatoims
· The manuscript seems rather more descriptive than analytical 
· The author must use more research papers which have drawn proper conclusions rather than just using Review Articles.
· Also focus on English Quality: Presence of Awkward Phrasing , repetitive sentence structures and unclear phrases
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
