	Author’s Feedback

	The review article is qualitatively executed, with the formation of various sections that fully reveal the research topic from different sides. This includes ecology, biodiversity, and toxicology. The number of sources processed is sufficient, they are high-quality and mostly new. At the same time, it is worth noting that the article is very lacking in graphic support. A scheme regarding biodiversity, or a map showing the distribution of a particular species of sea snakes in the waters of India, would significantly improve the readability of the article.
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
