	Suggestion for author :
1. Consistency in findings
Abstract states a negative relationship between peer social comparison and get-rich-quick syndrome, but results (Table 3, r = 0.48) show a positive relationship. This contradiction needs correction for clarity and accuracy.
2. Depth of discussion
The results are presented clearly, but the discussion could better connect findings to broader theories (e.g., social comparison theory, adolescent risk-taking frameworks).
More emphasis on why location moderates the relationship but sex does not.
3. Language and clarity
Some sentences are long and could be simplified for readability. Example:
“This behavioural pattern can be conceptualized within the framework of the get-rich-quick syndrome…” → Could be shortened to: “This behaviour reflects the get-rich-quick syndrome, defined as the desire for instant wealth without long-term planning.”
4. Tables and interpretation
Tables are detailed but need clearer narrative integration. For instance, after Table 1, explicitly state: “Only one item (‘I often compare my possessions…’) reached a high level, while all others were low, confirming limited peer comparison overall.”
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
