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	The revised manuscript demonstrates improvement compared to the original submission. The authors have addressed several important concerns, including revision of the title, clarification of the 40-item Computational Thinking instrument, inclusion of a separate limitations section, improvement of methodological explanations, refinement of discussion and conclusion sections, and more cautious interpretation of findings. The revised version now presents clearer alignment between the objectives, methodology, results, and conclusions. 

The manuscript also shows improvement in organization, academic structure, and overall readability. The addition of study limitations and clarification regarding the exploratory nature of the pilot study strengthen the scientific transparency of the paper. The references are relevant, recent, and appropriate for the topic of Computational Thinking in secondary education.
Overall, the manuscript has improved considerably and now demonstrates acceptable scholarly contribution within the scope of exploratory educational research on Computational Thinking among secondary school students. The paper may be considered for publication after minor editorial polishing and final language refinement.
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
