Moreover, there is a discrepancy between the number of test items in the abstract and in the methodology section of this study, i.e., 35 items in the abstract and 40 items in the methodology section. Thus, the abstract should be rewritten to clearly and concisely present the purpose, the methodology, the results, and the implications of this study.

	No, This manuscript addresses an important topic and
provides useful descriptive findings. However, several methodological analytical issues need to be addressed. The sample size was very small (N=30), limiting generalizability. study relied solely on statistics without inferential statistical analysis, although it made comparative interpretations across gender age groups. Statements such as "girls performed better" should interpreted with caution unless supported by significance testing. authors also clarify the categorization criteria for low, moderate, high CT levels.
