In contrast, rainfed soils were more compact and showed reduced moisture retention. Across all land use types, soils were found to be slightly to moderately alkaline and non-saline, reflecting typical arid-zone conditions. Additionally, low organic carbon content was observed in all soils, indicating limited accumulation of organic matter due to the prevailing harsh climatic environment.
